Math Assessment Process 

1. Planning

- Assessment takes place twice during a level: at the halfway point and after all standards are complete. Standards covered and alignment to core resource(s) are noted in the Answer Section at the end of each assessment.  

- Teachers should check the appropriate Answer Section when a student begins a level and plan to cover standards and resource sections in accordance with the assessment.*  

- After a student has completed the standards to be assessed, review each standard. A student should be assessed only after the student and teacher are confident that all standards have been mastered.  

* If a teacher chooses to cover standards and resource sections in an order different than outlined in the Answer Section of an assessment, both mid-level and end of level assessments may be given when a student completes all standards of that particular level.

2. Assessment procedure:

- The assessment is not timed, but should be completed within a reasonable time period. If the teacher deems that a student is struggling and unable to complete the assessment, he/she must continue to work on the standards for a minimum of two weeks before attempting the assessment again.


- Teachers must monitor students while taking an assessment.

- Upper level assessments require students do their work on a separate piece of paper.  Plan accordingly and collect all work at the completion of the assessment.

- Process for Level 11

- Administer Short Form and Analytical Form A (student must pass both to move to level 12)
3.  Assessment scoring:

- Average the scores on all sections of the assessment.  

- A student must have an average score of 80%-89% to score proficient.

- A student must have an average score of 90%-100% to score advanced.

4.  Retaking an assessment:

- A student who scores less than an 80% average on an assessment must retake the assessment after reviewing for a minimum of two weeks.

- Until alternate forms of the level assessments are created, students who score less than 80% need to retake the entire assessment.

- Retaking Level 11


- Administer Long Form and/or Analytical Form B

- Student must complete sections of Long Form that were missed on Short Form with an 80% or higher and/or Analytical Form B with an 80% or higher

4.  Calculator use:


- Students may use a calculator on level assessments at or above level 8 only.

- Students must show all work on assessment questions including problem-solving steps when calculators may have been used.

5.  Level scoring:

- To earn an advanced level score, a student must score advanced on more than 50% of the standards for that level AND advanced on one or both of the mid-level and final-level assessments. (For Level 11 must score advanced on more than 50% of the standards AND advanced on one or both of the Short/Long Forms and Analytical Assessment)
-To score a proficient level score, a student must score proficient or advanced on all standards for that level AND proficient or advanced on the mid-level and final-level assessments.
