	-Lists standard(s) the student worked toward on this project.

-Verbally states how they worked toward each standard listed.
	-Lists standard(s) the student worked toward on this project.
-Student includes a separate page reflecting on their progress toward standards and justifies their reasoning.

	Cite Sources
Can go either on the first slide or the last slide.
	-Does not list any sources of information.
	-Lists one source of information.
	-Lists multiple sources of information.
	-Lists multiple sources of information using proper ALA format.

	Information
Goes on each slide after the first one.
	-Information is consistently inaccurate.
-Information does not stick to the main topic.

-Not enough information is given on a number of subtopics.


	-Most information is accurate and related to the topic.
-Not enough information is given to understand some of the subtopics.

-Too much information is on each slide, difficult to read.
	-Information is accurate and related to the topic.
-Each slide contains only short amounts of information about a single sub-topic.

-Text features draw attention to the most important information.

	Subtitles
Goes on each slide after the first one.

	Pictures
Goes on each slide after the first one.

-Pictures have captions.

	Appearance
On every slide.
	-Font is difficult to read.
-Has not attempted to use any background design.

-Backgrounds and/or decorative elements add to the overall effect.
	-Fonts are easy to read.
-Different fonts, sizes, or colors are used to enhance the text.

	Presentation
